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Hamazkayin Lucy Tutunjian Art Gallery. The Opening of Painter Sevag Armenian’s Exhibition of Individual Works

He is a willing and helpful young man, for that he has a big circle of friends and family. Havatian expressed his gratitude to the father of the artist, Sarkis Armenian, who has his indelible mark on the founding, advancement and development of the Gallery to this day. Hagop Havatian also thanked Mr. and Mrs. Souren and Sonia Sarkissian, who kindly accepted the sponsorship of this exhibition.
